CONTRACTOR OF THIS REQUIREMENT.

THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR PREPARATION, MAINTENANCE, RECORD KEEPING AND INSPECTION OF THE STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN.

THE CONTRACTOR IS EXPECTED TO HAVE MATERIALS, EQUIPMENT, AND LABOR AVAILABLE ON A DAILY BASIS TO INSTALL AND MAINTAIN EROSION CONTROL
FEATURES ON THE PROJECT. THIS MAY INVOLVE SEEDING, SILT FENCE, ROCK DITCH CHECKS, FILTER SOCKS, SILT BASINS, OR SILT DIKES.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT DISTURB DESIRABLE GRASS AREAS AND DESIRABLE TREES OUTSIDE THE CONSTRUCTION LIMITS. THE CONTRACTOR WILL NOT
BE PERMITTED TO PARK OR SERVICE VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT OR USE THESE AREAS FOR STORAGE OF MATERIALS. STORAGE, PARKING AND SERVICE AREAS
WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER.

IN ORDER TO AVOID ANY UNNECESSARY SURFACE BREAKS OR PREMATURE SPALLING, THE CONTRACTOR IS CAUTIONED TO EXERCISE CARE WHEN PERFORMING
ANY OF THE NECESSARY SAW CUTTING OPERATIONS FOR THE PROPOSED PAVEMENT REMOVAL.

ESTIMATED QUANTITY FOR NEW CONCRETE PAVEMENT INCLUDES ALL INTEGRAL CURB, ALL STREET RETURNS AND SPECIAL AREAS OF REPAIRS TO
CONNECTING PAVEMENTS.

THE ROADBED SHALL BE TRIMMED TO WITHIN 0.05 FOOT OF THE FINAL SUBGRADE ELEVATION. TRIMMED MATERIAL SHALL BE PLACED IN A WINDROW ON
EITHER FORESLOPE FOR USE IN EARTH SHOULDER FILL AFTER PAVING. NO PONDING OF WATER SHALL BE ALLOWED BY THE STORED MATERIALS. TRIMMING
MATERIAL SHALL BE INCLUDED IN CLASS 10 EXCAVATION.

IT SHALL BE THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO PROVIDE WASTE AREAS OR DISPOSAL SITES FOR EXCESS MATERIAL (EXCAVATED MATERIAL
OR BROKEN CONCRETE) WHICH IS NOT DESIRABLE TO BE INCORPORATED INTO THE WORK INVOLVED ON THIS PROJECT. THESE AREAS SHALL NOT IMPACT CULTURAL
BELOW THE "ORDINARY HIGH WATER MARK" WITHOUT AN APPROVED COE 404 PERMIT.

IT 1S RECOMMENDED THAT THE CONTRACTOR CONTACT THE OFFICE OF THE STATE ARCHAEOLOGIST AND STATE HISTORIC PRESERVATION OFFICE TO
REQUEST AN HISTORIC SITE SEARCH AND RECOMMENDATION OF SUITABILITY FOR THE PURPOSE INTENDED. THE CONTRACTOR IS TO PROVIDE A COPY OF OSA'S
AND SHPO'S RESPONSE TO THE CONTRACTING AUTHORITY AND THE OFFICE OF LOCATION AND ENVIRONMENT.

NO PAYMENT FOR OVERHAUL WILL BE ALLOWED FOR MATERIAL HAULED TO THESE SITES. NO MATERIAL SHALL BE PLACED WITHIN THE RIGHT OF-WAY,
UNLESS SPECIFICALLY STATED IN THE PLANS.

UNLESS OTHERWISE DIRECTED OR AUTHORIZED, ALL HOT MIXASPHALT AND OTHER BITUMINOUS MATERIALS WHICH ARE NOT SPECIFICALLY ADDRESSED
OR DESCRIBED IN THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS SHALL BECOME THE PROPERTY OF THE CONTRACTOR.

THE CONTRACTOR, IN ACCORDANCE WITH CURRENT RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE IOWA DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, MAY:

1. WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER, BLEND OR OTHERWISE PROCESS

2. THE MATERIAL FOR USE WITH SHOULDER OR SPECIAL BACKFILL AGGREGATE,

3. FOR USE ON THE PROJECT.
2. WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER, PLACE WITH MATERIAL IN AREAS DESIGNATED BY THE ENGINEER AS SOIL AGGREGATE SUBBASE WITHOUT EXTRA CHARGE.
3. REMOVE THE MATERIAL FROM THE PROJECT AND STOCKPILE FOR THE CONTRACTOR'S FUTURE USE.

GENERAL NOTES

REVISIONS

THE TOP SIX (6) INCHES OF THE DISTURBED AREAS SHALL BE FREE OF ROCK AND DEBRIS AND SHALL BE SUITABLE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF VEGETATION,
SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER.

ALL SOIL COMPACTION UNDER PAVEMENT AND 3 FT. BEHIND THE BACK OF CURB SHALL BE COMPACTED TO AT LEAST 95% OF STANDARD PROCTOR DRY DENSITY.

ALL AREAS DISTURBED BY CONSTRUCTION SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM OF 6" OF TOPSOIL TO BRING GROUND UP TO FINISH ELEVATION PRIOR TO SEEDING,
SODDING, OR MULCHING.

CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR COORDINATING WITH LOCAL UTILITY COMPANIES FOR PROTECTION OF EXISTING UTILITIES DURING CONSTRUCTION.

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBLE FOR THE COORDINATION OF ALL UTILITY CONFLICT RESOLUTIONS. CONTRACTOR SHALL CONTACT UTILITY COMPANY OWNING FACILITY

IN CONFLICT TO DETERMINE IF UTILITY CAN BE ABANDONED OR TO MAKE ARRANGEMENTS FOR UTILITY TO BE RELOCATED. WORKING DAYS WILL NOT BE SUSPENDED
WITHOUT APPROVAL BY ENGINEER OR OWNER.

CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS MAY BE STORED ON SITE AS DIRECTED BY OWNER.

ALL TRENCH EXCAVATIONS LEFT OPEN AT THE DAY'S END SHALL BE ENCLOSED BY ORANGE MESH SAFETY FENCE MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF ARTICLE 4188.03.
THE SAFETY FENCE USED IN THIS SITUATION SHALL BE SECURELY SUPPORTED SO THE FENCE IS IN THE VERTICAL POSITION WITHOUT SAGGING.

THIS ITEM SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL THEREFORE NO SEPARATE PAYMENT SHALL BE MADE TO THE CONTRACTOR.

CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE SIGNS, BARRICADES, OR OTHER TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN ACCORDANCE WITH IOWA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 2528 FOR TRAFFIC CONTROL AND THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (MUTCD)

CONTRACTOR SHALL CHECK TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES DAILY. REPAIR OR REPLACE DAMAGED TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES PROMPTLY.

ADDITIONAL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES MAY BE REQUIRED TO PROTECT THE TRAVELING PUBLIC.

CONTRACTOR TO PROTECT EXISTING PAVEMENT UNLESS DESIGNATED FOR REMOVAL. DAMAGED PAVEMENT SHALL BE REMOVED AND REPLACED AT THE
CONTRACTOR'S EXPENSE.

CONTRACTOR TO CONFINE OPERATIONS TO PERMANENT AND TEMPORARY EASEMENTS, CITY OWNED RIGHT OF WAY.

ALL TREES AND SHRUBS SHALL BE PROTECTED UNLESS DESIGNATED FOR REMOVAL IN THE PLANS.

CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT ALL SUBGRADE AND PAVING MATERIAL TEST RESULTS TO THE PROJECT ENGINEER.

THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR KEEPING AND MAINTAINING A SET OF RECORD DRAWINGS. RECORD DRAWINGS SHALL SHOW ALL CHANGES TO PLANS,

AND REPRESENT THE AS-BUILT CONDITION. ALL UTILITY SERVICES SHALL BE SHOWN WITH DISTANCE FROM NEAREST STRUCTURE NOTED. SUBMIT RECORD
DRAWINGS TO ENGINEER PRIOR TO FINAL PAYMENT.

THE ENGINEER SHALL PROVIDE ALL CONSTRUCTION STAKING FOR PROJECT AND SHALL BE DISCUSSED IN DETAIL AT THE PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETING.

THE PLANS SHOW UTILITIES LOCATED WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE WORK UNDER THIS CONTRACT. THE COMPLETENESS OR ACCURACY OF THE INFORMATION

SHOWN ON THE PLANS IS IN NO WAY IMPLIED OR GUARANTEED. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN THE LOCATION OF THE UTILITIES AND SERVICES FROM THE VARIOUS

PUBLIC UTILITY COMPANIES BEFORE BEGINNING ANY EXCAVATION AND WILL BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY DAMAGE TO SAID UTILITIES AND SERVICES RESULTING FROM
HIS OPERATIONS. ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL NOT BE ALLOWED FOR THIS WORK AND SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TO OTHER AREAS OF WORK.
