Policy and Procedure
Of Receiving Police Alerts, Statements, Reports and Etc.

Tuesday, December 23, 2008

The following Policy and Procedures has been formulated by Chief Gary Walters of the Windsor
Heights Police Department in May of 2008 and again on December 22, 1008 it has been formulated for
the Windsor Heights Neighborhood Watch for the sole purpose of communicating any criminal activity in
the Windsor Heights, lowa and surrounding area’s to the Windsor Heights Neighborhood Watch
members..

1) When the Police want to report any criminal activity, alerts, statements and etc. to the Windsor
Heights Neighborhood Watch they will be sent out by any one of the following personal.

Chief of Police who ever he or she maybe or whom ever he or she designates to do this task; such as the
police liaison or the police liaison’s Captain; the information has to be sent to the Neighborhood Watch
email site in a format that the police want it to be presented in.

2) The Chair Person who ever he or she maybe will read it copy and paste it to emails that will be
sent out to the watch members. The Chair Person can and will put in any comments he or she feels to be
appropriate to what's stated as long as the original document is not altered in any way. It will then be sent
out to all email contacts.

3) The Chair Person will then send it to the phone message center and request that he or she send
out a recording that pertains to the information obtained. This message will go to Meyer Associates when
they receive said message they will send a copy to the Chair Person for final approval. Once the Chair
approves the message it will be sent out a.s.a.p.

4) By chance if someone from the Police should communicate a crime to a member of the watch and
want it to be put out please advise them to send it the whneighborhoodwatch@gmail.com

This way there will be no mistakes or problems. Everything must go through the watch email site.

The following Policy and Procedures has been formulated by Chief Gary Walters of the Windsor
Heights Police Department in May of 2008 and again on December 22, 1008 it has been formulated for
the Windsor Heights Neighborhood Watch for the sole purpose of communicating monthly crime’s in the
Windsor Heights, lowa and surrounding area’s through the Windsor Heights Neighborhood Watch
members Web Site..

1) At the end of the month the Chair Person will go to the Windsor Heights Police web site and read
all the crimes that have been commented in the Windsor Height, lowa and surrounding areas. He or she
will filter through them to come up with just criminal activity crimes.

2) The Chair Person who ever he or she maybe will read through them copy and paste what ever he
or she feels is criminal activity to a form that will be put on the web site. (These crimes will not include
OWI, OMVLUS, PUBLIC INTOXICATION and etc.)

3) The Chair Person will then send it to Windsor Heights City Hall to the Community Services
Director and he or she will put it on the Windsor Heights Neighborhood Watch Web Site at
www.windsorheights.org/watch.html a.s.a.p.

4) No matter what the Chair’s adding to the Web Site he or she will make it up on their own
documents and forward them to Windsor Heights City Hall to the Community Services Director via email
with attachments to be put on our web site.
