JANITORIAL CONTRACT

This Janitorial Contract for Services is made effective as of May 29, 2013, by and between Windsor Heights Community and Event Center (“City of Windsor Heights”) of 6900 School St, Windsor Heights, Iowa 50324, and Reiling Enterprises (“Des Moines Cleaning LLC) of 1233 72nd St., Windsor heights, Iowa 50324.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.  Beginning on May 29, 2013, Des Moines Cleaning LLC will provide to City of Windsor Heights the following janitorial services (collectively, the “Services”):

The Service Provider shall every 3 times per week:
a. Clean front door glass and threshold.
b. Sweep and dust mop all floors.
c. Clean kitchens.
d. Vacuum all rugs as needed.
e. Empty all waste containers.
f. Dust all ledges, and woodwork, and all other surfaces within reach.
g. Remove finger marks from both sides of all entrance doors and from all interior doors, wall, woodwork, and partitions.
h. Scrub and disinfect all rest rooms.
i. Replace restroom supplies in respective containers.
j. Maintain janitorial room in a neat and orderly condition.
k. A walk thru of exterior perimeter of building for trash.

All services included in this agreement will be completed at 6900 School St. Windsor Heights Iowa, 50324.
MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES Service Recipient furnishes all materials and equipment necessary to perform the services and shall maintain an adequate supply of these supplies in the janitorial room of the building.
SUPERVISION. Systematic Inspection shall be conducted by the Service Provider to ensure that all services are properly performed.  To make certain that any problems that may arise will be promptly taken care of, Service Recipient will promptly relay any complaints to the Service Provider. 
PAYMENT. Payment shall be made to Reiling Enterprises, Windsor Heights, Iowa 50324, City of Windsor heights agrees to pay in installment payments of agreed amount of time worked per bi-weekly. Additional payment required if cleaning exceeds ½ hour, determined by hourly amount of time worked. 
TERM. This contract will remain in effect for a period of 1 year beginning May 29, 2013. 
COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE STATUTES, ORDINANCES, AND REGULATIONS.  In performing the services required of it under this agreement.  Service Provider shall comply with all applicable federal, state, county and city statues, ordinances, and regulations.
INSURANCE. Service Provider at its own cost and expense shall procure and maintain liability through the term of this agreement an insurance policy for the protection of Windsor Heights Community and Event Center.
CONFIDENTIALITY. Des Moines Cleaning LLC, and its employees, agents, or representatives will not at any time or in any manner, either directly or indirectly, use for the personal benefit of Des Moines Cleaning LLC, or divulge, disclose or communicate in any manner, any information that is proprietary to City of Windsor Heights, Des Moines Cleaning LLC and its employees, agents and representatives will protect such information and treat it as strictly confidential.  This provision will continue to be effective after the termination of this contract.  
WARRANTY. Des Moines cleaning LLC Shall provide its services and meet its obligations under this contract in a timely and workmanlike manner, using knowledge and recommendations for performing the services which meet generally acceptable standards in Des Moines Cleaning LLC’s community and region, and will provide a standard of care equal to, or superior to, care used by service providers similar to Des Moines Cleaning LLC on similar projects. 
DEFAULT. The occurrence of any of the following shall constitute a material default under this contract:
a. The failure to make a required payment when due.
b. The insolvency or bankruptcy of either party. 
c. The subjection of any of either party’s property to any levy, seizure, general assignment for the benefit of creditors, application or sale for or by any creditor or government agency.
d. The failure to make available or deliver the services in the time and manner provided for in this contract.
ARBITRATION.  Any controversies or disputes arising out of or relation to this contract shall be resolved by binding arbitration in accordance with the then-current Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association.  The parties shall select a mutually acceptable arbitrator knowledgeable about issues relation to the subject matter of this contract.  In the event the parties are unable to agree to such a selection, each party will select an arbitrator and the two arbitrators in turn shall select a third arbitrator, all three of whom shall preside jointly over the matter.  The arbitration shall take place at a location that is reasonably centrally located between the parties, or otherwise mutually agreed upon by the parties.  All documents, materials and information in the possession of each party that are in any way relevant to the dispute shall be made available to the other party for review and copying no later than 30 days after notice of arbitration is served.  The arbitrator (s) shall not have the authority to modify any provision of this contract or to award punitive damages.  The arbitrator(s) shall have the power to issue mandatory orders and restraint orders in connection with the arbitration.  The decision rendered by the arbiter(s) shall be final and binding on the parties, and judgment may enter in conformity with the decision in any court having jurisdiction.  The agreement to arbitration shall be specifically enforceable under the prevailing arbitration law.  During the continuance of any arbitration proceeding, the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under this contract. 
ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  This contract contains the entire agreement of the parties, and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral or written concerning the subject matter of this contract.  This contract supersedes any prior written or oral agreements between the parties. 
AMENDMENT. This contract may be modified or amended in writing if is signed by the party obligated under the amendment. 
GOVERING LAW. This contract shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Iowa.
NOTICE. Any notice or communication required or permitted under this contract shall be sufficiently given if delivered in person or by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the address set forth in the opening paragraph or to such other address as one party may have furnished to the other in writing. 
WAIVER OF CONTRACTUAL RIGHT.  The failure of either party to enforce any provision of this contract shall not be construed as a waiver or limitation of the party’s right to subsequently enforce and compel strict compliance with every provision of this contract.
