Re: Police Department Monthly Report for May *13

Monthly Summary

Patrol Summary: The month of May saw a significant increase in calls for service from April,
which is inconsistent with the previous year. We were up nearly 200 calls for service from this
time period in 2012. However, overall calls for service and arrests thus far into 2013 are less
when compared to 2012°s demands on personnel. In total for May, the police department
answered 893 calls for service, of which 272 were traffic stops; we took 101 case reports and
made 86 arrests. Please see the attached statistical data for a complete breakdown of calls for
service, reported crimes, and arrests. Monthly and year to date comparison statistics for 2013 and
2012 are included.

Points of interest from Patrol this month:

The Patrol division had 17 drug arrests in the month of May. This is a great example of how
effective WHPD patrol officers are at interdicting individuals bringing illegal narcotics into the
city. The transportation, sale, and use of illegal drugs are catalysts for increased crime in other
areas. When officers pursue and catch drug dealers and users, their efforts have an enhanced
effect on overall crime suppression and crime displacement.

WHPD’s Patrol division also helped a hit and run victim in May. The victim’s vehicle was rear
ended and the suspect vehicle fled the scene. The victim and a witness got a partial license plate
number of the suspect vehicle. Through the use of technology and some good old-fashioned
police work, officers located the driver and vehicle that had struck the victim’s car. The driver
was arrested for hit and run and insurance carrier information was identified. This information
was collected by officers and passed onto the victim. This will ensure that the victim will not
have to pay for repairs to their vehicle. A smaller end result with regard to criminal charges, but
one example of officers making a big impact on an individual’s personal situation.

Canine (K-9) Unit

The WHPD K-9 Unit had seven deployments in May. On May 4" Officer Canada and Argos
assisted Officer Nissen with a traffic stop and vehicle sniff. Argos indicated on the suspect
vehicle and marijuana was found in the car. On May 6™ Officer Canada and Argos went into



Des Moines to assist DMPD with a narcotics investigation involving an automobile. Drugs had
been found in the car but officers wanted a K-9 to verify they had not missed any hidden
narcotics. On May 20" Officer Canada and Argos were utilized on a suspicious vehicle parked
in the fire lane at Wal-Mart. Argos indicated on the vehicle and marijuana was found in the car.
On May 21* Officer Canada and Argos assisted Officer Nissen on a traffic stop and vehicle sniff.
Argos indicated on the vehicle. Marijuana and marijuana pipes were found in the car. On May
22" Officer Hill was conducting building checks in Windsor Heights. Hill located an open door
at the Walnut Creek Church. Officer Canada and Argos were utilized to search the church. This
is a large building and it would have taken several officers two to three hours to properly search
this structure. Argos accomplished the task in a fraction of that time. No people were located in
the building. On May 25" Officer Canada and Argos were called to assist West Des Moines PD
with a search for two fleeing criminals. Two subjects had fled on foot from a traffic stop. Argos
had a successful track on one of the subjects but the track ended suddenly. This usually indicates
that the person was picked up by a vehicle. On May 28" Officer Canada and Argos assisted
Officer Nissen with a traffic stop. Argos did a sniff of the stopped vehicle but did not alert.

Reserve Officer Unit
WHPD held physical agility testing for the reserve hiring process on May 23", Three applicants
passed the tests and will move on to oral board interviews to be held in June.

Investigations Summary: There were 7 new cases assigned for investigation in May of which
one was a burglary to a vehicle and one was a residential burglary. At present Support Services
has 21 open cases they are following up on. Investigators suspended one case after additional
investigation which yielded neither identifiable suspect(s) nor probable cause for an arrest.
Investigators cleared one case through the issuance of an arrest warrant. The remaining cases are
active investigations as property and suspects are being sought.

Multiple times a month, investigators from the Windsor Heights Police Department collaborate
with neighboring jurisdictions to reduce criminal intentions through the use of technology and
meetings while sharing intelligence information. Additionally, the Investigative section worked
56 hours in a patrol capacity for the month of May.

Training Summary: May’s in-service training time consisted of officers participating in a metro-
wide firearms qualification held at Camp Dodge/ILEA. Officers qualified with their firearms
(handguns, shotguns, rifles, off duty weapons) for their annual re-certifications.

Lt. Meyer attended the International Association for Identification (IAI) conference May 1%
through May 3" in Sioux City. This event was for the lowa chapter of IAI. This conference is an
annual gathering that passes on new forensic and investigative information. Lt. Meyer and

Officer Woods attended the Iowa Crime Prevention Association training conference May 7™ and

Community Outreach Summary: The month of May began summer’s
increase in community service activities for the Windsor Heights
Police Department. Officer Woods, Traffic & Community Safety
Coordinator, participated in 8 various events to include: Car Seat
F.LT. Station, Girl Scout tour, Cowles Ride-to-School program,
WHAMM, Special Olympics Law Enforcement Torch Run, Special
Olympics Summer-Games Awards Ceremony, a Special Olympics
fundraiser, and WDMPD’s National Police Week event.

In the month of May Officer Woods conducted 13 safety seat inspections to promote safe driving
and proper occupant restraint usage for children. During WHAMM [and the pancake breakfast],
the T.C.S.C. took an opportunity to show citizens the effects of not wearing a seatbelt in a roll-
over collision with the use of a simulator called “Rollee”.

The month of May was National Police Week and Windsor Heights, with several metro
jurisdictions, participated in West Des Moines’s Police Week awareness. The department also
partnered with three other western suburbs to co-host a weapons and ammunition turn-in
program. The end result was the voluntary turn-in of 7 shotguns/rifles, 2 handguns, 4 BB guns,
and a variety of older ammunition.

The T.C.S.C. distributed 61 social media messages to the public in the month of May and
distributed Home & Vehicle Safety flyers to residents who have resided in areas (statistically)
with an increase in criminal complaints during the spring and beginning of summer.

The T.C.S.C. also supplemented patrol for 52 hours in the month of May.

Automated Traffic Enforcement: The Automatic Traffic Enforcement program continued with
its deployments of mobile units targeting flagrant violators on our roadways (speeders >11mph
over the posted speed limit). The T.C.S.C. deployed automated enforcement equipment 976
hours in the month of May. There were 561 citations issued in the month of May with 1
violation being rejected during final processing.




There were 2 citations brought to an Administrative Review Hearings in May. The
administrative review board upheld one of the citations, and the other was dismissed reporting a
final disposition of “not liable”.
