	Description
This is a replacement project of a fire department staff vehicle that is vital to fire department operations.  


	Justification
The FD utilizes this vehicle for transporting of staff to and from emergency scenes when the fire engine is not able to be utilized.  At times, due to our staffing situation, personnel that respond to EMS incidents are not qualified to operate the suppression apparatus.  This vehicle also serves as the “duty officer” vehicle for officers who are in control of fire department operations in the absence of the Fire Chief.  This vehicle also serves as an inspection vehicle at times when the engine or ambulance is not required or able to perform inspection duties.  The vehicle was handed down from the Police Department at the end of its “useful life” as a patrol vehicle out of necessity and as a cost savings measure.  The fire department has replaced a transmission in the vehicle since its adoption.  The vehicle is on the verge of another transmission failure and its mechanical reliability is uncertain at best.  The replacement of this vehicle is a “Level 1” priority for the fire department because it is the most heavily utilized vehicle by the POC staff, second only to the ambulance.
