Chimney Fires

s you snuggle in front of a cozy fire or bask in the
Awarmth of your wood stove, you are taking part
in a ritual of comfort and enjoyment handed
down through the centuries. The last thing you are likely
to be thinking about is the condition of your chimney.
However, if you don't give some thought to it before you
light those winter fires; your enjoyment may be very
short-lived. Why? Dirty chimneys can cause chimney
fires, which damage structures, destroy homes and injure
or kill people.
Chimney fires don't have to happen. Here are some
ways to avoid them:
¢ Use seasoned woods only (dryness is more important
than hard wood versus soft wood considerations)
* Build smaller, hotter fires that bum more completely
and produce less smoke
* Never burn cardboard boxes, wrapping paper, trash or
Christmas trees; these can spark a chimney fire
e Install stovepipe thermometers to help monitor flue
temperatures where wood stoves are in use, so you can
adjust burning practices as needed
* Have the chimney inspected and cleaned on a regular
basis

Proper Maintenance

Clean chimneys don't catch fire. Make sure a CSIA
Certified Chimney Sweep inspects your solid fuel venting
system annually, and cleans and repairs it whenever
needed.

Your sweep may have other maintenance recommen-
dations depending on how you use your fireplace or
stove.

CSIA recommends that you call on certified chimney
sweeps, since they are regularly tested on their under-
standing of the complexities of chimney and venting sys-
tems.
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Winter Weather
Reminders

ith winter upon us, the City of Windsor Heights
Wwould like to remind residents of the ordi-
nances that pertain to snow and ice. If you have

any questions or concerns about the City’s snow ordi-
nance, please do not hesitate to call City Hall at 279-3662.

What are the rules regarding parking a vehicle on the
street during the winter? City code states that it is unlaw-
ful to park on any street during the time of any snowfall
and within the 24 hours following the end of the any
snow event (60.10.10). Any vehicle parked on the street
during a snowfall or within 24 hours after a snowfall
faces the possibility of receiving a $25 parking ticket
and/or impoundment. It is important to remember the
times when you cannot be parked on the street and that
the snow ordinance automatically goes into effect when
snow begins to accumulate. This allows for timely
removal of snow from the streets and is needed to main-
tain the safety of our main thoroughfares to get emer-
gency response apparatus to residential areas expedi-
tiously.

What about my sidewalks during or after it snows? It is
the responsibility of the abutting property owners to
remove snow and ice accumulations promptly from side-
walks. If the property owner does not remove snow
and/or ice accumulations within a reasonable time, the
City may do so and ultimately assess the costs against the
property owner for collection in the same manner as
property tax. For purposes of enforcement, a reasonable
time period is generally 48 hours after the snow or ice
accumulations end. While the City realizes it can be frus-
trating to finish clearing your driveway and then have the
plow come by, the snow removal policy adopted by the
City Council indicates that snow placed in driveways by
City plows is the responsibility of the property owner to
remove. Snow from a private driveway may not be placed
on or pushed across a City street.
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K-9 Unit Ready to Serve

Officer Bill Canada and his new
O canine (K-9) partner took to the

streets of Windsor Heights on
October 15. The police department’s
newest member is named Argos; he is a

s B Belgium Malinois. Malinois’s are a similar
\ S breed to the German Shepherd, but are
= . known for their great agility and work

ethic. The name “Argos” comes from a
faithful dog to the king of Ithaca in Greek
mythology. Argos was trained and pur-
chased from Canine Tactical out of
Chariton, Iowa. Argos underwent train-
ing from a very young age to become an
effective police dog. Then in September
and October, Officer Canada and Argos
. underwent an intensive five-week final
training program under the teaching of
Joshua Morton, owner of Canine Tactical.
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Morton is a retired Navy SEAL who trained K-9 teams for the military.

Their training started at a basic level and ended with more advanced detection and apprehension work. The course
also included intensive physical fitness for Officer Canada and Argos to develop and create a lasting bond. During the
course, Officer Canada and Argos worked in all different elements and lighting conditions to prepare for the endless
possibility of environments the team could be faced with. The final week of the course was scenario based. These sce-
narios portrayed real life incidents that the K-9 team will respond to while on duty. Officer Canada and Argos success-
fully completed and were certified by Joshua Morton.

The following week Officer Canada and Argos traveled to McPherson, Kansas to receive national cer-
tification at the Heart of America K-9 Association Trials. The certification process took place the week of
October 8. Argos is now fully certified in narcotics detection, criminal apprehension, handler protection,
and tracking. In matters of court hearings and prosecution, these certifications for the canine team are
vital to achieve and maintain on an annual basis.

Officer Canada and Argos will be available around-the-clock as an added resource to the City of
Windsor Heights as well as neighboring jurisdictions. In the future they will also be available for
demonstrations and utilized as a public forum to discuss on-going community safety and wellness
issues. As you see Officer Canada and Argos out in our community, please be aware that this is a work-
ing dog with a degree of training similar to that of a professional athlete. Because of this, he is very
focused on his job and should not be approached unless approval is given from his handler, and unfor-
